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                WHO ARE YOU DISCIPLING?  WHO IS DISCIPLING YOU? 

 

                        Have you ever wondered why Jesus chose only 12 to be his  “disciples”  in the early days of his  
                        ministry?   Why not 112 or 1012?   Why not have a big crusade and get all that he could to be a  
                        part of this new movement?  I think there are several reasons worth considering as possibilities; 
                         
 

1. A  small  number  enabled  GREATER INTIMACY .   It is easier to get to know a few really well,  than a         
mass of people.  I don’t think it took the 12 very long to begin to connect with each other at a personal level 
much greater than would ever have been possible in a large group. 
2.  A small number allowed DEEPER VULNERABLILITY.  As they became closer in their relationship, 
they could become more vulnerable in their conversation.  Vulnerability is a very important and necessary 
bridge that we must cross into wholeness and wellness.  I believe the smaller group facilitated this. 
3.  A small number created a SUPPORT TEAM.  As they faced opposition, or had to make decisions, they 
knew there were others who could assist them and encourage them in those decisions.  They were not alone, 
they had a team of men who loved and supported them. 
4. It made it more practical for Jesus to pour himself into them, thus making them DEVOTED 
FOLLOWERS.   This was the goal of Christ, to make disciples of himself.  Men who would reflect Christ in 
every area of their lives.  Not just knowing about him, but transformed by him and committed to him. 
 

When Jesus ascended to the Father, he left a group of men who had intentionally been “discipled”.   He left 
with confidence that the church  (believers)  would be built through the efforts of these men to make more 
disciples. 

 

3 PARADIGMS THAT NEED TO BE CHANGED 
 

1. Many of us have adopted the philosophy that “if we build it they will come.”  So, we build, straighten, 
clean, upgrade, and wait….and not many come.  We see decline and wonder why.  We must begin to adopt the 
New Testament model of “Going”.  The Great Commission tells us to “Go.”  Don’t allow your church 
building to be the only location of your ministry, make the community your primary place of ministry.  We 
gather to celebrate the Resurrection of Christ.  We are to be in the field during the week. 
2.  We have considered the pastor to be the minister.  According to scripture, all of us as believers are 
ministers.  The pastor has a set of roles and ministry responsibilities, but all of us are ministers. 
3.   We are far to “group” oriented.  I go back to the question at the top of this page; Who are you discipling 
and who is discipling you?  This is a personal question, one that places you in the middle of the greatest 
mission the church has; Making disciples.  If we are not doing this, we are dying, period.  For an organism to 
survive it must reproduce itself.  Are you reproducing yourself in the life of someone else?
