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In his book Sit, Walk, Stand, Watchman Nee says “Sitting is an attitude of rest.  Something has been 
finished, work stops, and we sit.  It is paradoxical, but true, that we only advance in the  Christian life as 
we learn first of all to sit down.” 
 

Many of us feel like we are wasting time if we sit down while there is still work to be done.  We are 
constantly on the move, doing something, listening to something, going somewhere.  Yet, many of us also 
feel very frustrated by the lack of results or fruit in our walk with God.  Is this the way it is always 
going to be?  Working, doing, going, ministering, praying, etc without much spiritual power being 
displayed? 
 

Nee goes on to say, “We began our Christian life by depending not upon our own doing but upon what 
he had done.  Until a man does this he is no Christian; for to say: “I can do nothing to save myself; but 
by his grace God has done everything for me in Christ,” is to take the first step in the life of faith.  The 
Christian life from start to finish is based upon this principle of utter dependence upon the Lord Jesus.  
There is no limit to the grace God is willing to bestow upon us.  He will give us everything, but we can 
receive none of it except as we rest in him.”  (see Ephesians 2:6-10) 
 

The challenge for us this year has been to “wait” on the Lord, to rest in him, or in regards to this article, 
to “have a seat”. 
 

As I travel the district, I sense the people in our churches are tired and weary.  They work hard, and 
endeavor to be faithful.  I wonder what would happen if we had 30 days of resting, waiting and sitting at 
the feet of Jesus for renewal and revival. 
 

Nee says that to sit means “to rest our whole weight-our load, ourselves, our future, everything-upon the 
Lord.  We let him bear the responsibility and cease to carry it ourselves.” 
 

“Tis so sweet to trust in Jesus, 
Just to take Him at his word. 
Just to rest upon His promise, 

Just to know thus sayeth the Lord.” 
 
May you experience the blessing of God that come from resting and trusting in Him.
